
 
 

Official School Uniform & Dress Code Guidelines – Girls 
 

The school’s official school uniform needs to be worn every school day. Please ensure that your child has enough of each 

item, that all items are labelled and in a good condition so that learners are clean and neat at all times. Non-compliance will 

result in detention and / or learners being sent home. 

 
Exemptions: In the case where a learner requires an exemption from the rules, for example their school shoes have been 
damaged, the parent needs to send a signed letter with the child to school which must be handed to their register teacher, 
indicating when it will be rectified. 
 
Where our supplier is out of stock, learners may only wear the following: 

✓ Plain navy blue / black / white golf T-shirt. 

✓ Plain navy-blue V-neck jersey or track top – no logo’s / pictures / writing or hoodies.  

✓ Pants, skirts and other items as per below guidelines. 

 

A. Items that must be purchased from Edu-Clo Clothing:  (as from Dec. 2025 – 61 Joubert Street, Goodwood) 

✓ ECA School Golf Shirt - Short / Long Sleeve. 

✓ ECA Junior / Senior Top – No hoodies allowed over or under school tops. (This is worn instead of a blazer and is not 

the school tracksuit top which comes with the track pants). 

✓ ECA school windbreaker / rain jacket. 

✓ SPORTSWEAR: This is compulsory for sport and PT. Learners who are still waiting for their sportswear may wear plain 

navy-blue shorts and a navy blue / light blue plain T-shirt for sports and PT. 

Please Note: Learners from Grade 1-6 can wear their sportswear to school on the days that they have PT. Grade 7 – 12 

learners change into the PT clothes before they go out for sports, this is not worn to school. 

✓ ECA TRACKSUIT: The tracksuit may also be worn to school with the official ECA school Golf shirt . 

✓ ECA BEANIES (WINTER) & PEAK CAPS: Beanies and Caps to be removed when indoors. 

 
B.  Items that must be purchased from Rothmans School Uniforms (80 Surrey Street, Goodwood. Tel. 021 591 3124.  

✓ PANTS: Navy Blue chino trousers (Winter / Summer) and Bermuda shorts (Summer) - Ref #400E 

     Pants / shorts may NOT be altered in any way to change the style of the clothing. 

✓ SKIRT:  Navy blue school skirt. This can be worn with the socks as specified below, or navy / black school           

      tights and black school shoes.  No pumps or takkies to be worn with skirts. Length of skirt to be just above the  

      knee. Navy blue cycle shorts to be worn under skirts. 

 

C.  The following may be purchased from a supplier of your choice: 

✓ SHOES: Plain black takkies or black school shoes – no coloured inserts. Only black laces are allowed.  

✓ SOCKS: Plain ankle length black or navy-blue socks. We discourage white socks due to them showing dirt easily.  

✓ GLOVES & SCARVES: Plain navy-blue gloves and scarves may be worn during Winter. During cold weather, long johns or a   
      vest under the school uniform may be worn; neither may be visible. No non-uniform jerseys, jackets etc. are allowed to be  
      worn due to cold weather. 

 
D.   General Appearance: 

✓ HAIR: : Hair must be neat and longer hair must be tied back when in uniform. No coloured or highlighted hair.     

      Neat, thin braids are allowed but must be tied back – no dreadlocks.  No beading in hair or hair colour is 

      allowed.  

             No hair is allowed to hang in a learner’s eyes - hair must be clipped back with black or brown clips or navy  

             blue / black alice bands. 

✓ EARRINGS: 1 x pair of plain studs or sleepers in gold or silver, no “bling” earrings allowed. Only allowed on  

      the lobe of ear, no other place on body.  No other jewellery allowed. 

✓ NAILS: Nails must be natural, short and clean at all times.  

✓ MAKE-UP: No foundation, make-up or false eyelashes are allowed  

✓ NO tattoos, other earrings or jewellery is allowed.      Reviewed 13/11/2025
